Professor Minh analyzed the recent changes in Vietnam. After the Cold War ended, world peace faced
many big challenges because of local wars, religious and ethnic conflicts and international terrorism.
Countries in South-East Asia and Asia-Pacific have developed dynamically but are still exposed to
destabilizing factors, with two wars causing heavy consequences on Vietnam. However, through
sustained efforts, Vietnam has overcome the challenges and crises and entered a period of
industrialization and modernization. Vietnam is now actively integrating into the international economy
to become a friendly, global partner in its quest for peace, independence and continuing development.

Professor Minh also talked about the political and economic fluctuations in Vietnam, its domestic and
foreign policies and Vietnam’s position in a changing world. The DTU asked questions about Vietnam’s
situation in the South China Sea, in Asia and worldwide. Professor Minh also answered questions about
Vietnam’s role in ASEAN integration and the development of domestic business.
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
